Hereby decides: 

 
Article 1

 Overtime is the period calculated in hours during which teachers and 
lecturers have taught and performed pedagogical work exceeding 
working hours; 

: Working hours is the period calculated in hours per week during 
which teachers and lecturers are obliged to teach and perform 
pedagogical work in educational establishments;

- Professors and teachers with lower frameworks and who teach at 
lower educational establishments shall abide by the working hours set 
for the levels of those educational establishments; 
- [Those within] technical frameworks that have the duty to help 
organize and work in laboratories and study workshops shall carry 
out their weekly duties according to the following stipulations: 
- Laboratory and study workshop workers  36 hours 
- Laboratory assistant and practical teachers at laboratories and study 
workshops  30 hours  

Article 3

 All civil servants may have maximum teaching hours of 32 hours per 
month; 

: Those who have teaching duties in working hours shall be limited to a 
maximum of 48 hours per month; 

Article 4
 A) Professors and teachers who have exceeded the teaching hours 

specified in Article 2 shall receive hourly overtime pay at a rate 
specified in the following table:

B) 
- Civil servants who have been officially appointed to work as 
assistant teachers at secondary schools of specialized studies, 
vocational training schools, higher education establishments and state 
education establishments shall implement overtime calculated based 
on overtime pay according to the diplomas or frameworks of the 
persons concerned; 

Special cases 

- The civil servants holding the roles of department deputy chief and 
up and who are officially assigned to teach or serve as assistant 
teacher and whose salaries are in the “A” or “B” payrolls, but who 
have no diploma equivalent to or higher than a higher education 
diploma shall receive the same overtime pay as teachers in category 
BI; 
- Non-civil servant specialists who are invited to teach shall be 
requested to remain at the ministry to issue letters of appointment, 
enclosing photocopies of diplomas or other papers. Calculation of 
overtime pay shall be based on diplomas and teaching study level of 
the persons concerned; 

Article 5: This subdecree shall apply only to general secondary education, 
vocational training, specialized secondary education and higher 
education. The [provisions for] primary education will be determined 
in a separate subdecree; 

Article 6: Any provisions contrary to the said subdecree shall be abrogated; 
Article 7: The Co-ministers of the Office of the Council of Ministers; the 

Minister of Education, Youth and Sports; the Minister of Economy 
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and Finance; the ministers of all relevant ministries and all 
provincial/municipal governors shall undertake to implement this 
subdecree according to their respective duties;
